Penetrant Testing — (Stan Seto)

This article is copied from Volume XXXIX, No. 4 of The Octagon News, a monthly publication of the
Southwest Ohio Centre of the MG Car Club, dated February 2010. It was provided to that newsletter by
Terry Looft of that club, but as you will see is not original with him.

The data shown was generated for the Machinist’'s Workshop magazine by Paul Baker, an ex-student and
a professional machinist. The data was obtained by measuring the break away torque required to remove a
nut from a bolt that had been conditioned in a “scientifically rusted” environment. Who knows what that
means? As a builder of muzzle loading rifles, | know it is possible to rust a surface, normally a medium or
high carbon steel, with acid solution, and as this can be an over night experience... perhaps this was what
was done.

The data looks like this:

Penetrating Oil or Fluid Average Torgue Load Required
None 516 in. Ibs
WD-40 238 in. lbs
PB Blaster 214 in. lbs
Liquid Wrench 127 in. lbs
Kano Kraoil 106 in. lbs
ATF-Acetone Mix 53in. Ibs

The ATF — Acetone mix was a home brew mixture of automatic transmission fluid mixed 50% with acetone.
That’s a one to one mixture ratio, by volume. Acetone is available in most paint departments of WALMART,
Home Depot, Lowe’s, etc. ATF fluid, and no brand name was cited, can be had in any automotive supply
store in America.



Mr. Looft goes on to state that the ATF-Acetone mix is now a standard commodity in their club, and he
notes that Liquid Wrench is almost as good as “Kroil” at less than half the price. He further
admonishes...Your experience may vary, etc., etc.

As for myself, | have cans of all four of the name brands listed above and can think of no situation where
any of them actually worked, and by “worked” | do mean “caused a bolt or a nut to actually come loose from
a tight spot and where you could actually see that the resisting threads were wet”. Their use is a good
excuse to take a break, spray them on then wander back to the ball game on TV or go get coffee. That
said, | do have ATF fluid and a can of acetone in the garage, and plan to mix some up and try it on a certain
tight bolt on the old lawn mower, this spring. I'll let you know if it worked. AS this is not an over-the-counter
preparation I'm thinking you apply it using an old paint brush.
