 Upon opening the transmission I found more 
broken gears than I had expletives to describe 
them.  The bad news was the OD wasn’t any 
better.

Putting the interior in the car was also a test of 
my abilities. It was quite a bit more involved 
that I had anticipated. Besides the pieces only 
being sort of cut to fit there were no holes in 
anything. Trying to line everything up to punch 
holes in what amounted to a one shot chance 
to get it right was nerve-racking. But having the 
old panels to use as a template to get things in 
the ball park was a godsend. I’ll go into more 
detail on the interior install in a future article. 
 
So, the car is done…for the most part. I have 
that issue with the rear bumper. Im going to 
have my original re-plated, but I haven’t heard 
from TRF yet what they are going to do about 
my return of their bumper.  I recently received 
my new replacement top from Robbins which 
was replaced under warranty since it was 
discovered that their pattern was incorrect. So 
that still needs to be put on. The last thing will 

be my seat covers from Mr. Mike for the Miata 
seats, which I’m still waiting on. 
This reader’s digest version was just a very 
small part of the journey we took…and I was 
glad that I was able to share it with you. Hope 
you enjoyed the trip as much as I did. I actually 
just wrote this to fill up some space in the 
Marque… Idle ramblings from an idle mind. : P
